SECTION 1
DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES
1.1 GLOBAL BATTLESTAFF AND PROGRAM SUPPORT

The United States Special Operations Command (USSOCOM) is a Unificd Coramand of the Department of Defense
(DoD). USSOCOM's mission is to “Provide fully capable Special Operations Forces to defend the United States
and its interests. Synchronize planning of global operations against terrorist networks.” This also inciudes three
command prioritics: “Deter, Disrupt, and Defeat Terrorist Threats; Develop and Suppon our People and Families;
and Sustaip and Modemize the Force™. These priorities support USSOCOM's ongoing ¢fYorts to ensure SOF are
highly trained, properly equipped and deployed to the right places at the right times for the right missions.
USSOCOM is responsible for all Special Operations Forces (SOF) in DoD'. USSOCOM Jeads, plans, synchronizes,
and as directed, executes global operations against errorist networks. USSQCOM also rains, organizes, cquips and
deploys combat ready special operations forces to combatant commands. USSOCOM responsibilities include
training and equipping these forces to perform their missions anywhere in the world at any time. Specific
responsibilities of USSOCOM include: developing, acquiring, fielding, and supporting special operations equipment,
matericl, supplics and systerns and cnsuring the interoperability of equipment with other DoD systems Interagency
and Partner nations. For the purposes of this performance work staternent (PWS) when support to USSOCOM is
specified this shall include HQ USSOCOM - MacDill AFB FL and the National Capital Region (NCR) including

SECTION 2
GENERAL INFORMATION

2.0 REQUIREMENTS. The Contractor may be required 1 provide the necessary services to support all
Mission areas of USSOCOM as specified and ordered under individual task orders. Areas of support will be in the
three general categories described below: Global Battlesta{l and Intelligence Support, Acquisition and Logistics
Management Support, and Business Operations and Financial Management Support.

2.1 GLLOBAL BATTLESTAFF¥ OPERATIONAL AND INTELLIGENCE SUPPORT. The Contractor will be
required to providc various functional subject matier experts, advisory, analysis, and other types of support services
related to Global Battlestaff Operationa) and Intelligence Support to USSOCOM. This includes, but is not limited to,
aeining, decision support analysis, indcpendent asscssments of technical issues, research and support analysis,
military planning, intelligence operations support, counterioteltigence, SOF cxercise support, SOF studies, language
support expertise, military operations support, and mijlitary operations support strategies. The following will outline
some of the various operational and intelligence support and subject matter cxpertise requirements. These
requirements in no way address cvery possible specific task order requirement, however, they do provide sufficient
information jn order to plan and support this section of the PWS.

2.1.) Readiness Planning and Reporting. The Contractor may be required to provide suppont in the arcas of
plznning, dirceting, assessing, and reporting the rcadiness of SOF world-wide deployed forces, to include special
operations support to the Geagraphical Combatant Commanders (COCOMS), Component Commands, Arnbassadors,
Country tcams, and SOF personncl assigned to or working with various Governmental and nron-Governmental
agencies and partner nations.

Support will be required across all regional theaters in an effort to identify primary
targct audicaces, develop precise themes and messages, and determine appropriate means of dissemination in order
to gamer foreign support for the US Government's goals, themes, and objectives relating to any overseas
contingency operation of any Special Operations activities. In addition, the Contractor may be required to provide
development, coordination, productior, and synchronization of commercial grade, multi-media products including
after action support including data collection and analysis thereof to measure the effects of information operations to
facilitate planning and make adjustments to ongoing operations. Strategic Comonication may be reccssary within
the Command and the United States as required by the Government and as defined at the individual task orders.

2.1.11 Intelligence and Information Operations (I0). The Contractor may be required to provide subject marter
expertise to support researching, developing, analyzing, and recommending Government and commercial sources of
Psychological Operations related to intefligence and mformation operations.

2.1.19 Exercise Execution Support. The Contractor may be required to assist i the delivery of command post
exercises (CPX), NLE and tabletop exercises with role players, subjcct matter experts and other products and
services as identified in supporting exercise documents and material on the U.S. Government’s timeline, This
process inctudes working in collaboration wath the U.S. Joint Forces Command (USJFCOM) and other Commands
or Agencies in developing exercise design and execution.

The
Contractor will collect valid and reliable data, analyze it appropriately to yiefd actionable recommendations, and
produce reports, presentations and/or suggested training curricnum. Reports will provide the SO Forces Language
Office (or other designated offices) with discrete, targeted analysis and recommendations tailored to specific
[anguage or cultural programs.

2.1.24 Intelligence and Opcrational Plamning Support. The contractor may be required to provide support that
includes personnel with current and relevant levels and breadib of training, cducation, experience, and expertise in
the funcbiona) or general arcas of [ntelligence and Operational Planning suppon. Support may include conducting
intelligence research, analysis, data collection, production, video analysis. geospatial analysis, socio-cultural and
human terrain analysis ipclusive of intelligence product build, interpretation and disscmination activities to meet
USSOCOM requirements and timetines io support of Command requircments. [n addition, these experts will serve
as Counterterrorism (CT) all-source analysts interpreting and analyzing raw data ip the production of intelligence
from multiple sources. They will compile, collate, analyze, and evaluate all-sgurce information to produce
intelligence products on terrorists, terrorist organizations/networks, non-Government agencics, state sponsors of
terrofism. and potential links and nodes worldwide. Counuactors will routincly advise and brief senior leadership on
matteTs pertaining 10 terrorism and possible terronist activities. These analytical tasks will routinely support
numerous disparate command priorites, such as Information Uperations ([0), Counnterterrorism Signals Intelligence
(CT-SIGINT), Inteliigenece Surveitlance and Reconnaissance (ISR) requirements support, Collection Management
(CM), Intelligence Campatgn Plenning (ICP), Threat Finance, Temrorist group jdentification, human terrain,
predictive analysis and others within the areas of infeiligence (typically J2 in joint organizatiops), operations (J3),
and/or planning (JS). The Contractor may also be required to provide support to the USSOCOM Planning Cells,
Interagency Task Force (IATF), the Information Management Directorate (IMD), the Strategic Information
Operations Missions, and other cfforts of the comroand. The Contractor may also be required to provide regional
expertisc for SOF activities in the gifferent COCOMs. The Contractor may be required to coordinate SOF
operational deployments and produce Deployment Order (DEPORID) modifications tasking USSOCOM Componeats
to support and sustain Special Operations activities as required. The Contractor may be required to continuously
monitor the information management process and make recommmendations for knowledge management actions and
architeclures for information storage, retrieval, and presentation,

2.1.24.1 Deployed Special Operations Forces Support. In suppont of USSOCOM and the Center for Special
Operations mission to plan and synchronize operalions against terronist networks, the contractor may be required to
provide cxpertisc in advising and assisting the Government in determining infrastructure development and expansion
requirernents in support of Command objcctives as a result of data received as a part of Intelligence and Operational
Plarning. In addition, the contractor may be required to support 2nalyses of evolving technology and systems
development to support deployed SOF in concert with analysis of other information including, but pot limited to, the
National Military Strategy (NMS), the Overseas Contingency Operations execution plan, Joint Vision 2020
(JV2020), and SOF Vision 2020 and subsequent documents and data. The contractor will also pasticipate in the
development and prosecution of operations against select adversarics of the US in accordance with approved
USSOCOM authorities. Support required may involve all areas of expertise described within this document.

2.1.25 Signature Reduction and ather Theater Operationa! Suppornt. The Contractor may be required to provide
expertise to identify and synchronize all compartmented low signature reduction Plans, Anocxes, and Proposals and
other similar types of projects as required by SOCOM to support Theater Operations. Accordingly, the contractor
may be required to conduct detailed data collection, analysis and coordination required support with higher
headquarters and all other Government Agencies involved ensuring de-confliction. The Contractor may be rcguired
to assist components and other ageocics as required in development of appropriate signature reduction proposals;
conduct pre-prission briefing and training as required for inbound elcments; advise Commander and collaleral
operatonal cells on special project proposals. When providiag subject matter expertise, the contractor may be
required to prepare and present overt, covert and clandestine operational concepts for review and approval. In
addition, the contractor may be required to provide expertise in the areas of biometrics, identity management,
sensitive site exploitation (SSE) and other unjque skill sets as required. Support may include synchronizing
biometrics collection, planning, tasking, and producing operational requirements in support of the Identity
Superiority Manager 3SM). The contractor may be required to conduct meetings in order to perform plaoning 2nd
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staff coordination. In addition, the Contractor may be required o perform biometric responsibilities mandated by
DOD Dircctive 8521.01E, Department of Defense Bioretrics. The contractor will ensure the identity management
capabilities are leveraged appropriatcly (o support the COCOM's and Component’s mission requircment. Other
such arcas of experise are anticipated 1o be required over the lifc of the contract, however. as these areas of
expertise are identified, they will be dctermined and described at the task order level.

2.1.26 SOF Uniguc Unmanned Systcms (or other SOF unique program or specialty) Treining, Anelysis and Policy
Dcvelopment. The Contractor may be required to support the USSOCOM Upmanned Systeras (or other SOF
Ubnique program or Specialty) Training requirements. The duties include, but arc not §mijted to, analysis and policy
support, Jong range plans, developmeot of traming for USSOCOM unmanned systems or other SOF Unique
Programs or Specialty. The Contractor may be required to provide support to the Government in the revision and/or
update to USSOCOM Directives and support the execution of those duties. The contractor may be required to assist
in the establishment of manual or automated means to monitor unmanfied systems operator and crew qualifications,
training, currency, and operator readiness.

2.1.27 Translation Services, The contractor may be required o provide multilingual translation services via native
speakers, or the certificd native proficiency equivalent at the professional level for languages to conduct translation
activities from target tanguages to the English language and from English into target languages and Cultural/Ideology
Analysis in consonance with open source intelligence (OSTNT) production requircments supporting a full range of
Irregular Warfare and Unconventional Warfare (JW/UW) production tasks commensurate with USSOCOM
imelligence prioritics. Additionally, Services may be required when trapslation is necessary for the integration and
dclivery of final products or requirements such 4s texts, magazines, or vidcos. The contractor will provide ranslation
support to include but not limited to the translation of audio clips, website conteny, print, video, graphic, electronic,
multi-media and aoy additional forms of communication. In addition, the contractor may be required to provide
muhilingual interpretation services via native speakers. or the certified native proficicocy cquivalent at the
profcssional leve) from target languages to the English language and from Englisk into target languages as required
for meetings, conferences, briefings, and various other forums of voice communications. The contractor may be
required to provide broadcast quality voice talent as rcquired. The contractar will also provide scnior subject matter
expert Linguists and Analysts that wijll suppost Irregular Warfare (IW) and Unconventional Warfare (UW) analysis
requirements through translation activities of opcn source data and information. Target Languages include but are
ot limuted to all dialects of the following Janguages: Arabic, French, Spanish, Portuguese, Indonesian, Thai,
Koreaxn, Chinese, Urdu, Farsi, UK Eoglish, Swahili, Pilipino, Hindi. Pasbtu, Russian, and German.

2.2 ACQUISITION & LOGISTICS MANAGEMENT SUPPORT. The Contractor may be required to provide
overall acquisition management support to include program management, cngineering services and support resource
managemienl, contracting support, logistics and sustainment, test and evaluation, and other management and
adrainistrative specialty support to Special Operations Forces (SOF) and SOF-related programs and projccts
throughout all phases of the acguisiGoa lifecycle. All Contractor-furnished activities and products st be consistent
with relevant USSOCOM and DoD directives and instructions.

H.6 Goverement Contractor Relationships

The Government 204 the contractor undesstand and agree that the services to be delivered under this contract by the
contractor to the Government are non-personal services. The partics recognize and agree that no employer -
employee relationships exist or will exist under the contract between the Government and Contractor and/or between
the (roverament and the Contractor's employees. [t is therefore, in the best interest of the Government to afford the
parties a full and complecte vnderstanding of their respective obligations.

Contractor personact under this contract shall not:

e  be placed in a position where they are appointed or employed by a Federal Officer, or are under the
supervision, direction, or evaluation of a Federal Officer, Military or Civilian.

e  Dbe placed in a staff or policy making position.

s be placed in a position of command, supervision. administration or control over Mititary or Civitian
Personncl, or personmel of other contractors, or become a part of the Government organization.

»  be uscd for the purpose of avoiding manpower ceilings or other personnel rufes and regulations or the Civil
Service Comrnission.

e  Be used to perform inherently governmental functions TAW FAR 7.5

The seyvices 1o be performed under this contract do not require the contractor or its cmployees to exercise personal
judgment and discretion on behalf of the Government, but rather the contractor’s employvees will act and exercise
personal judgment and discretion on behalf of the contractor.

Rules, regulations, directions and requirements which are issued by command authoritics under their responsibility
for good order, administration, and security are applicable 10 all personne} who enter the instattation, or who travel
on Goveroment transponiation. This is not 1o be construed or interpreted to establish any degree of Government
control, which is inconsistent with a non-personal service coniract. Refercnce Business Rules for further “do’s and
don’ts” guidance on non-personal s¢rvice comract support.

H.7 Conduct of Personnel
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The Contractor, including his assigned personncl, performing services on a military reservation shall be guided by
and shall observe and comply with all applicable rules, regulations, directions and requirements pertaining to
conduct of personncl on the military rescrvation as prescribed by the Commander of the military reservation during
the performance of the required services. The Contractor further agrees to recognize the authority of the responsible
mijlitary Cornmander to suspend, restrain or restrict the activities of Contractor personnel whenever in his judgmem
such acton is deemed necessary for the protection of personnel and equipment undes his military jurisdiction.

Accordingly, when replacing personnel, the Contractor
nust ensure that the new persanne] meet or exceed the stated qualification of the individuals originally proposed

H.8.1 Key Management Personnel Requirements Coatract Level

Certain experienced professional and/or technical personnel arc essential for suceessful accomplishment of
the work to be performed under this contract. Such personnel are defined as "Key Management
Pcrsonnel” and are those persons whose resumes were submitted for evaluation of the initial
proposel. The contractor agrees that such personncl shall not be reroved frorn the contract work or
replaced without comphance with the following:
(1) If onc or morc of the key personncl, for any reasan, becomes or is expected o become
unavailable for work under this contract for a continuous period excceding 30 work days, or is
expected to devote substantially less effort to the work than indicated in the proposal or
iniaally anticipated, the contractor shall, subject to the copcurrence of the Contracting Officer
or an authorized representative, promptly replace personnel with personnel of cqual ebility
and gqualificanops.
{2) All requests for approval of substitutions hereunder must be in writing and provide a
detailed explanation of the circunnstances necessitating the proposed substitutions. The request
must contain a resume for the proposed substitute, and any other informaton requested by the
Contracting Officer. The Contracting Officer shall promptly notify the contractor of approval
or disapproval in writing.
(3) If the Contracting Officer deterrpiacs that snitable and tirnely replacement of Key
Personnel who have been reassigned, terminated or have otherwise become unavailable for the
contract work is not reasonably forthcomiung or that the resultam reduction of productive effort
would be sa substantial 2s 10 impair successful cornpleton of the contract, the Contracting
Officer may terminate the contract {or default or for the convenicnce of the Government, as
appropriate, and will consider when assessing performance prior to exercising an option year.

H.9 Mission Essential Contractor Personnel

The Contracting Officer hag identficd al) or a portion of the services performed under this contract as “Essential
DoD Contractor Services™ as defined and desctribed in DoD Instruction {DoDT) 3020.37, “Continuation of Essential
DoD Contrector Services During Crises.” Hereafier, the personnel identified by the coptractor to perform these
scrvices shall be referred 1o as “Mission Essential Contractor Personnel.”

If notification is provided that a 1ask order will require mission essential support, the Contractor shall provide a
written list of all “Mission Essential Contractor Personnel™ to the Contracting Officer or designee. The list shall
identify names and country(ies) where each employce will perform work under the task ordee.

As required to comply with or perform pursuant to DoD or SOCOM requirements, the contracting officer shail direct
the contractor to comply with requircments intended 10 safeguard the safety and health of Mission Essential
Contractor Personnel. The Contracting Officer may communicate the requirements through a Jetter of notification or
other means, and subsequently modify the contract to incorporate the requircments via full text or by reference. The
Contractor may file a proposal for cost or other impacts under the Changes clause or a Request for Equitable
Adjustment.

Section G and the guidclioes
outlined on the GBPS portal will be adhered to by all contract organizations granted this ordering authority.
Contractors will be notificd in writing which offices have been granted decentralized ordering authority during the
performance of this contract jf any.

H. 15 Organizational Conflict Of Interest and Protecting and Handling Proprietary Informeation
H.15.1 Organjzational Conflict of Interest

(a) The work to be performed by the contractor under this contract is of such a nature that it may create an
organizationel conflict of interest as conternplated and defined by Subpart 9.5 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation
(FAR). Thbe contractor (as defined in paragraph (d) below) shall not engage in contract activities which may impair
its ability to render unbiased advice and recommendations, or in which it may gaio an unfair competitive advantage
as a result of the knowledge, information and cxpericnec gained during the performance of this contract.

(b) The contractor shall not participate as a prime contractor, subcontractor, consultant or tcam member in any
acquisition for services, hardware or soltware during the tifc of this contract or through the inital production
contract, whichcver s longer, where:

(1) The contractor, in performing a task/delivery order under this contract, has participated tn requirernents
generation, requirements analysis, acquisition support. budget planning and management, business process
reengineering, program planring and cxccution suppor, or statcment of work preparztion; or,

(2) The system, hardware, or software, being developed bas the potential of being tested by the contractor
under a task/delivery order issued under this confract; or,

(3) The contractar may have an unfair competitive advantage resulting from the information gained duriag
the performance of a task/delivery order under this contract; or.

(4) Cootractor performs technical evaluation of contractor proposal and/or products or services or provides
advisory services in relation thereto.

{c) The Contractor may be required to perform technical evaluation of contractor offers and/or products as well as
advisory and assistance services relative to the same. In these instances, the Contractor wil) not evaluate or advise
the Government concerning its own products or activitics.

(d) The 1erm "contractor" herein nsed means:

(1) The organization entering into this contract with the Government;

(2) Al} business organizations with which it merges, joins or affifiates, now or in the future, and in any
manner whatsoever, or which bold of may obtain, by purchase or otherwise, direct or indirect control of;

(3) Its parent organization (if any), and any of its present or funure subsidiaries, associates, affitiates; and,
(4) Any organization or enterprise over which it has direct or indirect control (now or in the future).

(c) “Affiliates” means concerns and entitics where one controls or has the power to control the other, or a third party
or parties controls or has the power to control both. It does not matter whether control is exerciscd, so long as the
power to control exists.

(f) Government representatives shall have access to the contractor's premises and the right to inspect all pertinent
books and records in order to insure that the contractor is in compliance with Subpart 9.5 of the FAR and this
provision.

H. 17 Cross-teaming

Teaming arrangements in which Prime Contractors participate as a subcontractor/tcam member with another Prime
Contractor are not authorized under this contract for task order competitions. In addition. an offeror under the
contract solicitation may not compcte to be the prime for one team and a subcontractor for another team. Contractor
team arrangements will comply with FAR 9.6.

H. 18 Prime-Subcontractor List

Any time a prime adds or delete a major subcontractor (performing 25% of the overall effort) the prime Contractor
shall provide an updated list 1o the Confracting Officer or Administrative Contracting Officer for review and
approval per FAR Pant 44 . All prime contractors shall maintain an approved purchasing system, however, if during
the period of performance the prime contractar does not have an approved purchasing system, 10 U.S.C. 2306
reguires notification before the award of any cost-plus-fixed fee subcontract, or any fixcd-price subcontract that
exceeds the greater of the simplified acquisition threshold or 5 percent of the total estimaced cost of the contract
Primes are encouraged to foster long~erm relations with subs on their tearns. The prime Contractor js responsible
for providing timcly notification to the Government of any acquisition or mergers involving the prime contractor to
include the potential impact on this contract.

H.19 Subcontracting Requirement

The magnitude of this contract may require many busipess concerus to tcam, partner, and/or subcontract with other
business concerns (large and small). The Government bas set 2 small business subcontracting requirement of 30% of
totzl contract dollars(less matenal. ODC, and Travel) for this contract. All large business prime contractors will be
required to mect and maintain this requirement throughout the life of the contract. 1Dama regarding each Coniractor's
subcontractor performance will be obiained as follows: after contract award, large business prime contractors shall
submit docunentation supporting actuaf totat contract doflars subconmacted to small business concerns in
accordance with eSRS contract clause. This 30% minimum requirement shall be evaluated by the ordering KO as
part of a determination of past performance compliance for exercising an optiou period on that prime contractor's

H.20 Exercise of Contract Optlon Period

subconfracting requirements, quality of service, proven task order compelitiveness, and proven cost control over the
basic contract award period. At the time of review, if the Contracting Officer (KO) determines that a contractor’s
perfortnance is unsattsfactory, the Govemnment will not cxercisc the opbon ou that specific contract. If at the time of
review the KO dctermines that a Contractor's performance to that point is satis{actory, the Goveroment roay
unilaterally exercise the option on that contract for that option period.

H.21 Small and Small Disadvantaged Subcontracting Requiremeats

The contractor's approved subcontracting plan is a material requircment of this contract. The subcontracting Ievels
stated in the approved plan are the minimurn requirements of the contract. The percentages stated in this clause are
not goals; they are mandatory requirements. The minimum mandalory requirements are a percentage of total contract
dollars (direct labor only, not inclusive of material, ODC, or Travel).

H.21.1 Penalty for Failure to meet the Small and Srugll Disadvantaged Business Contracting Participation

The initial evaluarion of amalt business subcontracting performance will be the second regular Subcontracting
Report for Individual Contracts and Summary Contract Report submission that occurs after the first, full 1 vear
period from contract award. All subcontracting reports will be submitted via eSRS. Additionally, starting at this same
time period all prime contractors will begin including a separate report within the monthly reports required under
PWS paragraph 3.1.1 which Teports total direct labor dollars being subcontracted IAW H.21 above.

If the actual Small Business performance for the ovcrall contract effort does not meet the mandatory goals stated in
the approved subcontracting plan for each category, the Government shall be entitled to a reduction in profivfee at
the task order levels. Prior 10 cxcrcising any task order option perjods for a period of | year afler the eSRS
subenission outlining unachieved goals, (i.e. if you have 20 task order oplions being exercised over the next year, all
are effected) the government will be entitled to reduce the profit/fee that was negotiated and awarded for those
option periods by 2.5% of the estimated cost for each option period being cxercised for every task order over the
next year (penalty period). For example, on a cost plus fixed fee task if the estimated cost is $100,000 and the fixed-
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fee is $10,000, the fee would be reduced by $2.500, to $7,500. On a firm fixed price task, if the negotiated cost
was $100,000 and negotiated profit was $10,000, (totaling $110,000) the task price would be reduced by $2,500 and
the resulting task price would be $107,500.

H. 22 Procedures for 1ssuing, Evaluating, and Awarding Task Orders

General. This contract is designed 10 mect the wide and varied needs of USSOCOM. As soch,

FFP, FP LOE, FPI¥, CPFF, and CPIF types of task orders may be awarded hereunder, however, FEP will be the
preferred contract type to accompany performance based concepts to the maximum cxtent possible. The
Government will determine the most appropriate task order contract type for each effort. The Government may
unilaterally deviate from these procedurcs at apy time as required. The Government intcnds to award the first four
task orders bascd on the task proposals submitted with the contract proposat shortly after the prime awards arc made
and further discussions are not anticipated for these initial 4 awards. The basis of award of the 4 jnitial task orders
wilt{ be in accordance with H.22.3. The Contractor shall normally have 25 days to submit their proposals, unless &) a
longer Gmeframe is specificd in the request for task order proposal, or b) it is an urgent requirement as addressed
below in H.22.) or c) the Government determmines that the task order does not require a 25 day time period to submit
a valid proposal. Accordingly, the amount of time for proposal submission will be 25 days for each task order unlcss
$0 1dentified im the instructions to offerors (TTOs).

Contractors may submit altemative contract types if so stated within the ITO, but must fully explain the terms and
conditions, as well as price benefits to the Government., in its alternate proposal. The Governmernt may or may not
consider the alternate approach. The Contractos shall perform in accordance with the awarded task order including
all terms and conditions of the basic contract and any additional specific information awarded at the task order level.
Task orders may include option year periods. The process for excrcising lask order options are included below under
task order procedures.

H. 22.1 Goverument Requests for Task Order Proposals

Content and Transmission. Whco the Government has a requirement for work t0 be performed, the KO shall
notify the Contractor(s) of: (1) the work to be performed via Statement of Objectives or other documerit that
describes the Govermment’s requircments; (2) the desired performance period and (3) any other information
considered to be of assistance to the Contractor in preparing @ proposal in accordance with the ITO. The Request for
Proposal (RFP) may be written or oral, and may be transmitied by any means including the mail, Interoct, c-mail,
telepbone, or face-to-face. The standard method of ransmission, however, shall be c-mail, viz [nteret in writing
unless otherwisc requested by the KO. The intent of the Government is to issue the RFP documents and then allow
the prime conmractors 10 meet with the requiring activity, the XO or contracting specialists, or others as required in
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order 10 altow the Government and Contractors to clarify any concerns, questions, expected outcoraes or definitions
included in the task order RFP. The Government intends to fully disclose any information with the contractors thet i
available in order to ensure 2|| parties understand goals, risks and concerns in order to provide the best solutions
possible with clearly outlined definitions of task order success.

Obligations. The task order RFT shall not obligate the Government 1o issue task orders under this contraet, nor shall
it authorize the Contractor to perform any work pursuant to such requests for proposal prior to the Contractor’s
receipt of an authorized Notice Lo Proceed or issuance of formal task order DD 1155,

Urgent Requirements. In the event of an urgent requiremcnt, the Contractor shall provide a written proposal within
the timceframe specificd by the KO ip the specified format.

H.22.2 Submission of Task order Propossls

Standard Requirements. Contractors are required to submit a proposal for every requirement solicited without
conflict unless granted a waiver in advance by the Contracting Officer (KO) or Ordering Officer (Q0). Ifthe
Confractor has rcason to request a waiver, but is not granted a waiver by the KO in advance, the Contractor shall
submit a detailed staternent of reason for a waiver to the KO withjn 2 days of task order RFP receipt.

Proposal Content. Proposals shall normally consist of a task order management proposal, a pricing proposal, and &
Proposcd Performance Work Statement (PWS). If an actual subject matter expert, specialist, or technical cxpert is
proposed in order to provide services under the task order, a resume should be provided in the management proposal.
Additionally, ITOs may specifically require the submission of certain resumes. Proposals will be reviewed by the
Government and used as a basis for any required negotiations or discussions and the subsequent issuance of a task
order. Al task order proposals shall contain any and all information required to conduct an overall task order
evaluation, including all details related to price or cost as applicable. Unless otherwise specified in the RFP,
proposals shall contain the overall proposed approach 1o meeting the details of the SOO, including a proposed
Performance Work Statement with performance metrics and pricing information described below. Though past
performance on current task orders by each offeror will be considered in the overall evaluation of sew competitive
task orders, no past performance information will be required 2s a submission by the offeross at the task order level.
During the initial task order evaluations, since current task order past performance has not yet been demonstrated, all
priroe offerors will be given a neutral rating.

Task Order Mapagement Proposals shall contain the following information within 2 10 page limitation:

®  An overa)l discussion of the Contractor's Task Order Management approach (technical and management
information as required) to meet the proposed PWS solution including performance measurements and exit
criteria for task order completion. The Contractor shall also provide rationale as to why the proposed labor
is appropriate to allow the Govemment 16 determine the contractor's level understanding of the task 10 be
performed. The basis of estimate shall be detailed sufficiently to understand (be Offeror’s approach and
ghall include at a minimum the Jabor categories/skill tevels required, labor hours per category, and basis fos
the proposed hours which were utilized 1o develop the Contractor’s proposal.

e A discussion regarding where the support will be provided associated with proposcd solution. If (he
Government provides information that indicates that they desire the work to be performed on site, but the
Contractor can provide an alternative solution off-site, it is the Contractors responsibility 1o address risk
mitigation information to deliver the services required in the proper environment to protect and share data
as required.

¢ Maicrial and Trave). Offerors shall provide the basis of estimate for any material or travel costs included ip
the price proposal. In addition. the offeror shall identify any unique Govemment furnished
property‘materials/daia required for performance if not already identificd in the RFP.
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e Innovation. Offerors shall provide a clear cxplanation regarding proposed innovative approaches being
recommended to the Government to improve productivity and efficiency specifically related to the task
order requirement including a discussion of how the approach meets/exceeds the requircment in & way that
will benefit the Government. Any innovation proposed, if a commitment, should be included in the PWS.

e If specific subject matter expertise or Key Personael are required, the Governmenl will so indicate in the
Instruction 1o Offerors or the Statement of Qbjectives. If so stated, proposal must also wmnclude:
o Proposed personne) individual’s qualificaton summaries/resume
o Rationzle for the personnel, knowledge and skill levels proposed

Performzace Work Statement. [n response to the Government’s Statement of Objectives (SOO) which will
pormally include (1) Purposc; (2) Scope or mission; (3) Period and place of performance; (4) Background; (5)
Performance objectives, i.e., required results; (6) Any operaling constraints, and (7) an SDS table from the Contract
QASP, offerors are responsible {or proposing 2 PWS. The PWS will be performance-based IAW FAR 37.602 o the
maximum cxteat practical for the requirement. Offerors will include the task order SDS tzble from the SOO in all
PWS submissions. The SDS performance metrics/thresholds will be completed by each contractor for cach task
order. Contractors may a)so add objectives and corresponding metrics or provide explanation for deletion of
objectives or metrics/SDS iterns for copsideration that are applicable to that specific task order. However, all
additions must be incorporated within 1 of the 5 categories of the SDS.

The proposed performance standards cstablish the performance level required by the Government to meet the
contract requirements.

Cost/Price Each cost/price proposa) should clearly indicate the appropriate Scction B CLIN for each year (i.e. CLIN
0001 for base year, 0006 for travel CLIN, cte. ) If the Government directs the usc of the cost reimbursable travel
CLIN in the 1TO, then all travel costs will be proposed separately. ITOs for each task order will inform offerors of
the contract type required. Cost or Price proposals vary slightly dependant on contract type as follows:

FFP Task Orders: Tac Ofcrors are to provide a total price for each FTP task order. Price shall be inclusive of all
direct (i.e., direct labor, matedal, travel, and ODC) and associated inditeet costs plus fee related to the task order.
Proposed price shall be identificd by base and option periods, if applicable.

* Open discussions or negotiatc with all or some contractors providing proposals
° issuc a rask order based upon the original proposal(s) furnished;

. reject the proposal(s), or

. cancel the requircment.

Task orders shall be issued on DD Forrm 1155 "Order For Supplics and Services;" (or similar form) and sent
clectronically to the contractor. Task order shall be consecutively mumbered, dated and shall include supporting
documents as applicable. If no offer 15 dotermined acceptable or the Government loses the funding for the project,
the Government will notify all Offerors of the cancellation.
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DEVIATION H.22.3: Following contract award(s) the Government will determine the best value of the initial 4 task
orders, based on the task order proposals and discussions conducted (if conducied) during the overall contract source
sciection. For each task order, Task order Management and PWS is significantly mose important than price.

H. 22.4 Authorization to Proceed ap Task Orders

Ju time-critical circumstances, after award and prior to the Contractor’s receipt of the contractual instrument, the
Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor in writing, verbally, or electronically, to commence performance of the
task. Otherwise, the Contractor is not authorized to comrnence task performance prior to the issuance of the sk
order or other written ur electronic notice provided by the KQ. In po case sball the Contractor commence work
without explicit approval from the KO.

H.22.5 Option excrcises at Task oxder level will be accomplished in accordance with FAR subpart 17.207 and
Section H of this contract Task order option periods will be outlined in each task order TTO.

H. 22.5.1 [n accordancc with FAR 17.207 the Contracting Officer must mzke cerlain determinations priof to
exercising any options. Accordingly, prior to exercising 2 task order option period the contractor will be required to
provide supportiug data assisting the Contracting Officer with the determinations in addition to considerations of
clause H.20 above.

H.22.6 Task Order Completion

Within ninety (90) days after the completion of task orders, an authorized representative of the contractor shall
certify in writing to the Contracting Officer thet the task order is completely bjlled, remaining dollars of said amount
can be de-abligated (if applicable) and all deliverables have been received and accepted by the Governmeat. This
information will be used as part of the final required documentation for contract closcout. The final closeont
proposal shall include itemized Accounting Classification Reference Number (ACRN) de-obligations at thc CLIN
level per task order. This clause applics to all task order types, with the exception of final billing for cost type task
orders,

H. 23 Fair Opportunity Exceptions
1AW FAR 16.50S, Ordcring, 2ll maltiple award Contractors shall be provided a fair opportunity to be considered for
each order in excess of $2,500 pursnant to the procedures established in this section, unless the KO determincs that:

The agency's need for the services or supplies s of such urgency that providing such opportunity to all such
Contractors would result in unacceptable delays.

Only one such Contractor is capable of providing the services or supplics at the level of quality required because the
services or supplies ordered arc unique or highly specialized;

The task/delivery order should be issued on a sole source basis in the interest of economy or efficiency because it is a
logica) follow-om to an order already issued order under the contract, provided that all awardees were given a fair
opportunily pursuant to the procedurcs in this clavse to be considered for the original order.

It is necessary to place an order to satisfy 2 minimum guarantee.

It is the Government’s intent to ensure Fair Opportunity by focusing on task order level competition and robust
subcontracting opportunitics to the fullest extent possible in order to accomplish the Commander’s gosls providing
the highest quality services at the most fzir and reasonable prices throughout the entire contract period of
performance.

H.24 Task Order Ombudsman
The Task Order Ombudsman is responsible for reviewing complaints regarding this ID/1Q Task Order coptract. The
Ombudsman shall review complaints from the contractors and ensure all contractors are afforded 2 fair opportunity
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to be cousidered, consistent with the procedures of the coniract. The SOCOM Ombudsman is assigned in accordance
with SOFARS 5616.506.

H. 25 Travel Requirements

Contractor employees may be required to travel to various locations within and outside the continental United States
{(CONUS) in performance of task orders. Estimated trave) requirements will be included, in the requests for
proposals for each new task. [fthe task order ITO outlines that all travel cannet be determined reasonably by the
govcroment, contractors will be instructed to propose using the cost ceimbursable travel CLIN. If the usc of the
separate cost reimbursable Travel CLIN is requiced, then al) required contractor rave) must be approved by the
Govemment prior to departuse.

H.26 Material

The puschase of information technology equipment that would be utilized oo site and connccted to the Command
networks, hardware, software, ete. is not authorized and will be purchased under the Command Information
Technology (ETTC/SITEC) contract vehicle unless approved by the KO in writing. Certain task orders may require
substantive material purchases such as media, regional magazine initiative (RMI), subscriptions, cte. in direct
support of the spccific task order. If substantive smounts of matetial are expucted, the Goverrment will idealify
known requirements and estimates in order to allow competition. Substantive (in excess of 100K) aterial purchases
that will become Government property require approval by the COR unless otherwisce deseribed ip the ITO. FFP and
CPFEF task orders should be proposed inclusive of total cost as there is not a separate Material CLIN, however per
task order proposal requirements the proposed cost of material is still reflecied as well as travel for an accurate
evaluation.

H.27 Allowable Costs direct support

In the course of business, sitations may arise where Government facilities may not be available for performance of
the task arder requirements (i.e., base closwre duc to weather, Force Protection conditions, etc.) in these cases
contract clause H.12 applies. There nay also be occasions when Govermment support contractors are invited to
participate tn morale and recreational activities (i.c., holiday partics. door decorating, golf outings, sports days and
other various social cvents). Under these circumstances, when labor hours arc being billed, these hours may not be
directly charged to this contract and contractor ceployces must comply with individual company policy that is in
accordance with that comparny’s compensation systerr. In accordance with FAR 37.104(b) personal service
contracts are probibited. The Government does not have an employer/employee relationship with contractor
cmployecs and therefore is not authorized to grant admunistrative leave or expend Government resources 1o
compensate contractor cmployees for hours expended on activities not included in the PWS.

H.28 Transfer of Business Unit Execatiog the Contract
The contract award was based on the cost structure of the (to be defined at time of award) business unit. It is in the
governmenis best interest that the work performed under the contract remains with 1his business unit. The contractor
agrees that there will not be a transfer of the contract to another business unit without compliance with the foliowing:
(1) Clear and substaglive proof is provided that the transfer is in the best interest of the
government.
(2)  All requests for transfer must be in writing and provide a detailed cxplanation of the
circumstances necessitating the change. The Contracting Officer shall promptly notify the
conlractor of approval or disapproval in writing.
(3 If the Contracting Officer determines (hat transfer request is not acceptable or that the
operations of thc currcnt business unit would be so substantial as to impair successful
completion of the contracy, the Contracting Officcr may terminate the contract for default or
for the convenience of the GGovernment, zs appropriate, and will consider when assessing
performance prior 10 exercising an option ycar.
The government would only consider a cast reduction for task orders currently being executed should a change of
business unit be granted.

H.29 Non-Displacement of Quazlified Workers
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() Consistent with the efficient performance of this contract, the contractor and its subcontractors shall, except as
otherwise provided herein, in good faith offer those eroployees (other than managerial and supervisory employees)
employed under the predecessor contract whose employment will be terminated as a result of award of this contract
or the expiration of the contract under which the eruployees were hired, a right of first refusal of employment under
this contract in positions for which employees are qualified. The contractor and its subcontraciors shall determine
the number of employees necessary for efficient performance of this contract and may elect to employ fewer
employees than the predecessor contractor employed in connection with performance of the work. Except as
provided in paragraph (b) there shall be no employment opening upder this contract, and the cortractor and any
subcontractors shall not offer employment under this contract, 1o any person prior to baving complied fully with this
obligation. The contractor and its subcantractors shall make an express offer of employment to each emplovee as
provided herein and shall state the time within which the employee must accept such offer, birt in no case shall the
period within which the employee must accept the offer of employment be fess than 10 days.

(b) Notwithstanding the obligation under paragraph (a) above, the coptractor and any subcontractors (1) may
employ under this contract apy emaployee who has worked for the contractor or subcontractor for at least 3 months
immediately preceding the commencement of this contract and who would otherwise face lay-off or discharge, (2)
are not required to offer a right of first refusal to any employec(s) of the predecessor contractor who are not service
employees within the meaning of the Service Contract Act of 1965, as amended, 41 U.S.C. 357(b), and (3) ere not
required to offer a right of first refusal to any employee(s) of the predecessor contractor whom the contractor or any
of its subcontractors reasonably belicves, based on the particular employee's past performance, has failed to perform
suitably on the job.

(c) In accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation 52.222—41(n), the contractor shall, not less than 10 days
before completion of this contract, fumish the Contracting Officer 2 certified list of the names of all service
employees working under this contract and its subcoptracts during the last month of contract performance. The List
sball also contain anniversary dates of employment of each service employee under this contract and its predecessor
contracts either with the current or predecessor contractors or their subcontractors. The Contracting Officer will
provide the list to the sunccessor contractor, and the list shall be provided on request to employees or their
Tepresentatives.

(d) Ifitis determined, pursuant to rcgulations issued by the Secretary of Labor (Secretary), that the contractor or its
snbcontractors are not in corapliance with the requirements of this clause or any regulation or order of the
Secretary, appropriate sanctions may be imposed and remedies invoked against the coptrector or its
subcontractors, as provided in Bxecutive Order (No.) 13495, the regulations, and relevant orders of the
Secretary, or as otherwise provided by law.

(e) In every subcontract entered into in order 10 perform services under this contract, the contractor will include
provisions that ensure that each subcontractor will honor the requirements of paragraphs (a) through (b) with respect
to the coaployees of a predecessor subcoptractor or subcontractors working under this contract, as well as ofa
predecessor contractor and its subcontractors. The subcontract shall also include provisions to ensure that the
subcoatractor will provide the contractor with the informetion about the employees of the subcontractor needed by
the contractor to camply with paragraph 5(c), above. The contractor will take such achon with respect to any such
subcontract as may be directed by the Secretary as a means of enforcing such provisions, including the imposition of
sanctjons for non-compliance: provided, however, that if the contractor, as a result of such direction, becomes
involved in Litigation with a subcaniractor, or js threatened with such involvement, the contractor may request that
the United States enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the United States.”

It is designed to provide an cffcctive surveillance method of moritoring Contractor
performance for each listed objective in the Service Delivery Summary (SDS) under the GBPS
contraci(s) and task ordcrs. The QASP provides a systematic and consistent method to evaluate
the services and products the Contractor(s) are rcquired to furnish. This plan is based on the
premisc that the Contractor(s), and not the Government, arc responsiblc for management and
quality control actions to meet the terms of the contract. The role of thc Government in using
this QASP js to ensure contract standards are achicved. In this contract the quality control
program is the driver for service quality. The Contractor 1§ required to develop a
comprehensive programm of inspections and monitoring actions. The roles and responsibilities
of each of the key stakeholders in this process are located in Section 9.

The proposed performance standards cstablish the performance level required by the
Govemment to meet the contract requirements. The standards shall be measurable and structurcd
to permit an assessment of the Contractor’s performance. The Government will cvaluate the
proposcd standards to dctcrmine if they mect the Government’s needs.

2.2. Methods of Surveillance/Metrics of Measurement Definitions and Descriptions. At the
task order level critical SDS 1tems and the standards at which the Government expects them to be
performed at in support of the overall task order will be utilized in measuring the Contractor
performance as it relates to the performance categories in CPARS. The methods that may be
utilized by thc COR to determine whether the standards have been met arc as follows:

a. Customer Complaints. Any customer rcceiving unacceptable service or sub-
standard products/services should immediately submit notification to the COR. The
COR will conduct an investigation to determine the validity of the complaint upon
reccipt. Jf the COR determines the complaint as invalid, he will document the written
complaint of the findings and notify the customer. If thc complaint js validated the
COR shall verbally notify the Contractor’s Task Lcadcr or Point of Contact (POC) of
the complaint. The Contractor shall be given an appropriate time frame (depending
on the discrepancy identificd) after notification {o correct the unacceptable
performance. The COR will inform the customer of the approximate time the
discrepancy(s) will be corrected. A discrepancy will not be recorded if proper and
timely corrcction of the unacceptable conditions(s), product or scrvice is
accomplished or thresholds listed in para 2, Service Delivery Summary, have not
been breached. If the Contractor disagrees with complaint after investigation and
challenges the validity of the complaint, the Contractor will notify the COR (scc
rccommcendation below). The Contractor shall return a written document, properly
completed with actions taken, to the COR, who will file a copy of the complaint for
future recurring performance. If the issuc is not resolved at the COR level it will be
elevated to the PCO for resolution and then on to the Ombudsmag if necessary as the
last course of appeal.

b. Periodic Surveiltance. The frequency of periodic surveillance is determined by the
COR and any appointed TR. For any specific task order, the frequency of periodic
inspections shall be at least monthly; it could be daily, weekly, or every two weeks.
The CORs may use the review of Contractor submitted reports as a periodic method
also, but it may not be the only mcthod.

¢. Other Methods. CORs may utilize other methods in the performance of their dutics
in asscssment of Contractor performance may include but are not limited to; first
hand reviews of products/deliverables or feedback from reviewers/acceptors




applicable 1o that task order, notifications of security {either via End of Day (EOD)
checks or reported by the Scecurity management office (SMQ)) or OCJ violations,
intcractions with Contractor employcces, fcedback from Leadership, cte. As with
CPARs the performance assessment js still highly subjective, however, negative
performance issues will be documented in the COR files.

2.3 Performance Assessment. Task Order performance assessments will be provided by the
Contracting Officer Representative {COR) who may utilize feedback from Technical
Representatives (TR) (if formally appointed) bascd upon the specific objectives and standards
outhined in the awarded task order SDS. This assessment will be input into the Performance
Evajuation and Analysis for Contracts (PEAC) database on a monthly basis oot later than the 10
working day of thc month preceding the period (month) being evaluated. The COR will receive
a notice when the contractor’s task lcader (or designee) has submitted the contractor assessment
in PEAC. They will then revicw the contractor asscssment and input their own asscssment.

th

2.4 The monthly COR performance assessments provided at the task order level will be utilized
by thc PCO as the basis of the annual task order performance cvaluations. Additionally, the PCO
will input a contract level performance asscssment for cach prime Contractor utilizing the
contract SDS objectives and in accordance with the samc rating definitions outlined below. The
final annual report (via CPARs) will be the subjective asscssments for an overall dircct (task
order) rating and PCO rating at the contract level after consideration of all task order evaluations
and contract level evaluations. (sec relative weights in para 8)

2.5 Contract Performance Assessment Reporting System (CPARS). CPARS will be updated
at lcast annually documenting Contractor performance for this specific contract as previously
addresscd above. More frequent updates may be made as required to document a significant
improvement or degradation of the leve] of contract performance. The Asscssing Official
Representative (AOR) will be the PCOR if assigned; the Assessing Official (AO) will be the
PCO; and thc Reviewing Official will be appointed in the event of a disagreecment betwecen the
Govcrnment and the Contractor cvaluations for final resolution. Normally the reviewing official
will be thc SOAL PDAE. The CPAR system allows for all Contractors to provide inpul on their
assessment within 30 days after it is input. Definitions of ratings from CPARs that will be
utilized by the COR, PCOR, and PCO arc as follows:

2.5.1 Performance Definition Ratings used at Contract and Task order Levels (Directly
from CPARS)

2.5.2 Blue/Exceptional

Pcrformance meets contractual requirements and exceeds many to the Government’s bencfit. The
contractual performance of the clement or sub-element being asscssed was accomplished with
few minor probfcms for which corrective actions taken by the Contractor were highly effective.
To justify an Exceptional rating, identify multiple significant events and statc how they were of
benefit to the Government. A singular benefit, hbowever, could be of such magnitudc that it alone
constitutes an Exccptional rating. Also, there should have been NO significant weaknesses
identified.



2.5.3 Purple/Very Good

Performance mects contractual requirements and exceeds some to the Government’s benefit. The
contractual performance of the clement or sub-element being assessed was accomplished with
some minor problems for which corrective actions taken by the Contractor was effective.

To justify a Very Good rating, identify a significant event and state how it was a bencfit to the
Government. There should have been no significant weaknesses identified.

2.5.4 Green/ Satisfactory

Performance meets contractual requirecments. The contractual performance of the clement or sub-
clement contains some minor problems for which corrective actions taken by the Contractor
appcar or werc satisfactory. To justify a Satisfactory rating, there should have been only minor
problcms, or major problems the Contractor rccovercd from without impact 1o the contract.
There should have been NO significant weaknpesses identificd. Per DoD policy, a fundamental
principle of assigning ratings is that Contractors will not be assessed a rating lowcer than
Satisfactory solcly for not performing beyond the requirements of the contract.

2.5.5 Yellow/ Marginal

Pcrformance does not mect some contractual requircments. The contractual performance of the
element or sub-clement being assessed reflects a serious problem for which the Contractor has
not yet identified corrective actions. The Contractor’s proposed actions appear only marginally
cffcctive or were not fully implemented. To justify Marginal performance, identify a significant
cvent in each catcgory that the Contractor had trouble overcoming and statc how it impacted the
Government. A Marginai rating should bc supported by referencing the mapagement too] that
notified the Contractor of the contractual deficiency (e.g., management, quality, safety, or
environmental deficiency report or letter).

2.5.6 Red/ Unsatisfactory

Performancc docs not meet most contractual requircments and recovery is not likcly in a timely
manncr. The contractual performance of the clement or sub-element contains a serious
problem(s) for which thc Coutractor’s corrective actions appcar or were incffective.

To justify an Upsatisfactory rating, identify multiple significant events in cach category that the
Contractor had troublc overcoming and statc how it impacted the Government. A singular
problem, however, could be of such serious magnitude that it alone copstitutcs an unsatisfactory
rating. Ao Unsatisfactory rating should be supported by refercncing the management tools used
to notify the Contractor of the contractual deficiencies (e.g., management, quality, safety, or
cnvironmental).

3. Performance Management and Option Exercises Contract Level (Section H). Thc final
step in this process is to utilize all data in determining whether it is in the best interest of the
Govermment to cxcrcisc the contract option period. Prior to excrcising the option period, the
Government will review each Contractor's performance based upon information obtaincd from
all the evaluation arcas in CPARS including mecting the contractual subcontracting
requirements. At the time of review, if the PCO dctermines that a Coptractor's performance is an
overall unsatisfactory after compiling all data, thc Government will not exercisc the option
pcriod on that specific contract. If al the time of review the PCO determines that a Contractor's



performance to that point is satisfactory, thc Government may unilatcrally cxcrcise the option
period on that contract if all other FAR requirements conceming cxercise of options are met.

4. Disputes. Attempts will be made to resolve all disputes arising under this plan using the
Alternate Dispute Resolution (ADR) as outlined in FAR 33.214. The objective is to increasc the
opportunity mutually agreeable resolutions to disputcs that are relatively incxpensive and
expeditious. If no resotution can be made under ADR, the PCO shall be notified for a final
decision. Accordingly, 1 there is a disputc with PEAC regarding a performance assessment
between the Contractor Lead and the COR, the PCO wall be the final dispute authority and input
a final asscssment in PEAC.

5. COR and TR training and appointments. All CORs and TRs will be properly trained prior
to being formally appointed in accordance with DFARS, DOD policy, SOCOM policy, and
Scction G of this contract.

6. Revisions to this QASP. Revisions to this Plan are the joint responsibility of the PCOR and
PCO. The PCO will consider the fcedback and recommendations from cach prime Contractor.
This 1s a living document that can be changed at any time. It is recommended that yearly, the
PCO, PCOR, CORs of primary customers and the Contractors review this document in tandcm in
ordcr to update the surveillance requirements and suggestions of measures to further cnsure
quality services are being delivered by all parties.

7.0 Continuous Feedback at the lowest levels. On-going feedback by the CORs and Contractor
personnct should be done at the lowest levels in accordance with the contract Business Rulcs
regarding the flow of this proccss. The basic premise is that on-going performance feedback and
addressing issucs at the task order levels between the COR and the Contractor is esscntial in the
providing quality performance of this contract. CORs should not wait until it is timc to submit a
formal cvaluation to the PCOR and PCO to address concerns with performance.

8.0 Performance Evaluation and Analysis for Contracts (PEAC) Database: This wcb-bascd
databasc for performance documentation will be utilized {or inputting performance data, review
of current performance data, and asscssing and retrieving information regarding performance

data. It can be accessed at hitp://apps2.socom.mil/PEAC/signin.aspx or through thc GBPS portal

sitc at https://sof.socom.mil/sites/'SORDAC/GBPS/Pages/default.aspx.

The performancc assessment process will begin with the Contractor task leads (or designee) who
will input the sclf assessment performance ratings for their specific task order. The CORs will be
ablc to vicw the sclf assessment provided, utilize any or nonc of the information provided by the
contractor and will finalize their assessment. On a yearly basis JAW Contract Requircments, the
PCOR (if appointed) and PCO will gather all performance data for the year in qucstion, assign an
overall task order level rating and input the contract level performancc asscssment.

The PCO produces the annual CPAR bascd upon the data received at both the task order and

contract level for the year, including input from the PCOR. Relative weights will be assigned at
the task order Icvels and contract levels as follows:
